ORDINANCE NO. 1932

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AN EMERGENCY INTERCONNECTION
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF WATERLOO, IL AND ILLINOIS-
AMERICAN WATER COMPANY.

WHEREAS, Illinois-American is the owner and operator of a public water supply and
distribution system near Waterloo (“Illinois-American System”), and currently has capacity
available to provide potable water for Waterloo on an emergency basis, as hereinafter defined;
and

WHEREAS, Waterloo desires to maintain an emergency interconnection to the Illinois-
American System, in order to provide a backup water supply for the Waterloo water service area
{*Waterloo System”) in the event of an emergency; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Waterloo, Illinois to sign said Agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council and the Mayor that the City of
Waterloo, Illinois does hereby direct and authorize the Mayor to execute said Agreement as

attached.

EMERGENCY INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF WATERLOO AND
ILLINOIS-AMERICAN WATER COMPANY

This Emergency Interconnection Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of __ . 2026, by and between the City of Waterloo, an Illinois municipal
corporation (“Waterloo™), and Illinois-American Water Company, an lllinois corporation
(“Hinois-American™).

WHEREAS, Illinois-American is the owner and operator of a public water supply and distribution
system near Waterloo (“lllinois-American System”), and currently has capacity available to
provide potable water for Waterloo on an emergency basis, as hereinafter defined; and

WHEREAS, Waterloo desires to maintain an emergency interconnection to the Hlinois-American
System, to provide a backup water supply for the Waterloo water service area (“Waterloo System™)
in the event of an emergency; and

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements set forth
herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, it is mutually agreed between Waterloo and Illinois-American as follows:

Section 1. Incorporation. The recitals and definitions as set forth above are hereby
incorporated herein and made a part hereof, as if fully set forth below.

Section 2. Intercomnection. There is an existing interconnection between the Illinois-
American System and the Waterloo System located at 8900 State Route 3, Waterloo, I 62298
(the “Emergency Interconnection”). The Emergency Interconnection consists of a 3/4-inch meter
(the “Meter”) and a 16-inch valve owned and maintained by Hlinois-American. lllinois-American
shall maintain the Emergency Interconnection at its sole expense. Waterloo shall keep its valve in
the closed position at all times unless given permission to open the valve by an Illinois-American
representative who is present at the Emergency Interconnection.

Section 3. Water Supply. Illinois-American agrees to supply to Waterloo, on an
emergency basis only, water for use by Waterloo’s customers located within the Waterloo System.
Waterloo shall not provide water supplied by Illincis-American to any persons or properties
located outside the current Waterloo System without the prior written consent of Hlinois-
American.

A. Emergency Basis. Hlinois-American’s water supply shall be available to Waterloo
on an emergency basis and in emergency conditions only. Emergency conditions shall not
include interruptions of service due to regular maintenance, replacement, or repair of
Waterloo System facilities. In the event that Waterloo believes that emergency conditions
exist, Waterloo shall advise Illinois-American of its determination and provide Illinois-
American as much advance notice as possible of the need to use the Emergency
Interconnection. Waterloo’s determination that emergency conditions exist shall be subject
to the review and approval of Illinois-American, in its sole discretion. Waterloo shall be



required to take appropriate steps to reestablish the regular water supply to the Waterloo
System as soon as practicable in order to discontinue the emergency use of Illinois-
American’s water supply.

B.  Water Quality. Water to be delivered at the Emergency Interconnection by Illinois-
American and received by Waterloo hereunder shall be of the same quality as that provided
to customers in the Illinois-American System. Water quality after the Emergency
Interconnection is the responsibility of Waterloo, and Waterloo shall take reasonable
measures to protect the quality of any water provided by lllinois-American. In addition to
any other protections set forth in this Agreement, such measures shall include, but not be
limited to, the following procedures:

i. Requiring plumbing in the Waterloo System to be constructed and maintained
in accordance with the Illinois Plumbing Code and the Waterloo Municipal Code;

ii. Performing water sampling and analysis of distribution samples as required by
the TEPA or other regulatory agencies having jurisdiction.

C. Water Quantity. Illinois-American agrees to supply water to Waterloo for
emergency use within the Waterloo System only, and not for non-emergency domestic use
by Waterloo’s customers. The allowable average rate of delivery for the Emergency Water
Supply through the metering point is seven hundred fifty (750) gallons per minute in any
twenty-four (24) hour period, not to exceed one million cighty thousand (1,080,000)
gallons per day. Such limits shall be up to an aggregate of one thousand forty-one (1,041)
gallons per minute peak demand of no more than six (6) hours in any twenty-four-hour
period. lllinois-American does not guarantee a quantity or pressure of flow through the
Emergency Interconnection. Waterloo agrees to maintain its water distribution system
within the Service Area in good order to prevent water waste, and shall take no action
which would cause the pressure in Illinois-American’s system to drop below thirty (30)
pounds per square residual pressure.

Section 4. Water Metering. Iflinois-American, at its sole expense, shall maintain and
replace, as may be necessary, the Meter. lilinois-American shall read the Meter in accordance with
its then-current tariff, regulations, practices and procedures, as may be from time-to-time amended.
The Meter shall be tested and calibrated annually, at [linois-American’s sole expense. Waterloo
shall have the right to access the Meter for the purpose of testing accuracy or calibration upon at
feast five (5) days prior written notice.

Section 5.  Rates and Payment.

A. Rates. HNlinois-American shall apply its then-current Central Division/Zone 1
waler rates to water supplied to Waterloo through the Emergency
Interconnection.



B. Billing and Payment. Tlinois-American shall bill Waterloo in accordance with
its tariff and Illinois Commerce Commission (“ICC™) approved rules and
regulations.

C. Nonpayment; Disconnection. In addition to any other remedies available to
IHinois-American under this Agreement, the failure of Waterloo to make any
payment provided for under this Agreement by the date on which it is due shall
constitute grounds to shut off and/or disconnect the Emergency
Interconnection.

Section 6. Continuity of Service — Conditions. Illinois-American reserves the
right to curtail, reduce, suspend, discontinue, or terminate the emergency water service to Waterloo
provided for in this Agreement at any time that IHlinois-American determines, in its sole discretion,
that doing so would be in the public interest. Illinois-American shall not be liable for damages,
whether for breach of contract or otherwise, for failure, suspension, diminution, or other variation
of service occasioned by any cause, including without limitation any act or omission of Illinois-
American or any of its employees or agents. In addition to the foregoing, such causes include, but
are not limited to, acts of God or of the public enemy; acts of the State or Federal government,
whether in a sovereign or contractual capacity; fires; floods; epidemics; quarantine restrictions;
strikes; or failure or breakdown of transmission or other facilities.

Section 7. Insurance. llinois-American and Waterloo shall maintain at all times
during the term of this Agreement insurance in appropriate commercially acceptable amounts to
protect the Emergency Interconnection and each party’s connecting water system.

Section 8. Indemnification, Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement, to the fullest extent permitted by law, Waterloo hereby agrees to and shall save
[llinois-American and its officials, officers, employees, attorneys, agents, servants, boards and
affiliates harmless from and against and shall indemnify and defend Illinois-American from and
against any and all losses, liabilities, damages, claims, judgments, fines, suits, demands, costs,
interest and expenses of any kind or nature whatsoever (including, but not limited to, reasonable
altorney’s fees and expenses) asserted against or incurred by Ilfinois-American in connection with
any claim, proceeding or judgment (and the defense thereof) arising out of or resulting from the
provision of water to Waterloo and/or Waterloo’s customers under this Agreement. Waterloo
voluntarily waives any and all such claims, both present and future, that may be made against
Hlinois-American, and covenants not to sue Hiinois-American for any such claims.

In the event of any action against Illinois-American, its officials, officers, employees, attorneys,
agents, servants, boards and affiliates that is subject to the foregoing duty to indemnify, defend,
and hold harmless, such action shall be defended by legal counsel of Itlinois-American’s choosing.
Waterloo, on behalf of itself and its successors, assigns, and grantees, further acknowledges the
propriety, necessity, and legality of this Agreement and all of the terms thereof, including, without
limitation, the obligations to indemnify and hold Illinois-American harmless. The provisions of
this Section shall survive any expiration, completion, and/or termination of this Agreement.



Section 9. Term and Termination. This Agreement will be in effect for a term of ten
(10) years from the date first written above; provided, however, that this Agreement may be
terminated by either party for any reason or no reason upon giving one (1) year written notice to
the other party.

Section 10. Notices. All notices or communications provided for herein shall be in writing
and shall be either personally delivered or sent via certified or registered U.S. Mail, postage
prepaid, to Waterloo or Illinois-American at the following addresses:

This Agreement is and shall be deemed and
construed to be a joint and collective work product of Waterloo and lllinois-American, and as such,
this Agreement shall not be construed against any other party as the otherwise purported drafter of
the same by any court of competent jurisdiction in order to resolve any inconsistency, ambiguity,
vagueness or conflict, if any, in the terms or provisions contained herein.



D, Severability. The terms of this Agreement shall be severable. In the event any of
the terms or provisions of this Agreement are deemed to be void or otherwise unenforceable, for
any reason, the remainder of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.

E. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be subject to and governed by the laws of
the State of Hlinois.

F. Multiple Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts,
each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the
same instrument.

G. Section Headings. Section headings are inserted for convenience only and in no
way limit or define the interpretation to be placed upon this Agreement.

H. Binding Agreement on Parties. This Agreement shall be binding on the parties
hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns.

L Assignment. This Agreement and the obligations herein may not be assigned
without the express written consent of the other party.

J Entire Agreement. This Agreement and its exhibits constitute the entire agreement
and understanding between the parties and supersedes any prior agreement or understanding
relating to the subject matter of this Agreement.

K Modification. This Agreement may be changed, modified or amended only by a
duly-authorized written instrument executed by the parties hereto. Each party agrees that no
representations or warranties shall be binding upon the other party unless expressed in writing
herein or in a duly-authorized and executed amendment hereof.

AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF RED BUD, THE CITY OF CHESTER, THE CITY OF SPARTA, THE VILLAGE
OF EVANSVILLE, THE VILLAGE OF RUMA, THE CITY OF COLUMBIA, THE CITY OF WATERLOO,
THE VILLAGE OF VALMEYER, THE VILLAGE OF HECKER, THE COUNTY OF RANDOLPH, AND
THE COUNTY OF MONROE FOR THE MONROE-RANDOLPH COUNTY ENTERPRISE ZONE

An Amending intergovernmental Agreement by and among the County of Monroe, liinois
(hereinafter referred to as “Monroe County”); the County of Randoiph, lllinofs (hereinafter referred to as
“Randolph County”); the City of Chester {hereinafter referred to as “Chester™); the City of Columbia
(hereinafter referred to as "Columbia”); the Village of Evansville (hereinafter referred to as “Evansville”);
the Viltage of Hecker (hereinafter referred to as “Hecker"); the City of Red Bud (hereinafter referred to as
‘Red Bud’); the Village of Ruma (hereinafter referred to as “‘Ruma”), the City of Sparta (hereinafter
referred to as "Sparta”); the Village of Valmeyer (hereinafter referred to as “Valmeyer”); and the City of
Waterloo (hereinafter referred to as “Waterloo”) in respect to the Monroe-Randolph Enterprise Zone (the
“Enterprise Zone").

WHEREAS, the lllinois Enterprise Zone Act, 20 ILCS 655/1 et seq., as amended, authorizes a
county or municipality, or any combination thereof, to designate by ordinance an area within its
jurisdiction as an enterprise zone; and,

WHEREAS, Monroe County, Randolph County, Chester, Columbia, Evansville, Red Bud, Sparta,
Valmeyer, and Waterloo have by separate ordinances and/or resolution designated an enterprise zone for
establishment and have obtained approval of such zone; and,

WHEREAS, the parties entered into an infergovernmental Agreement in 2018, for the
management and operation of the Enterprise Zone; and,

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it is in the best interest of the parties and public that
territory is deleted from and territory is added to the current Enterprise Zone for projects that will provide
an immediate benefit to the zone area; and,

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it is in the best interest of the parties and public that
the incentives of the existing Enterprise Zone are modified to include certain eligible residential projects;
and,

WHEREAS, the parties have determined that it is in the best interest of the region that the units of
government of Hecker and Ruma include territory to be added to the current Enterprise Zone for projects
that will provide an immediate benefit to their communities and the zone area as a whole.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements hereinafter made by the County
of Monroe and the County of Randolph (collectively, the “Counties™), the City of Chester, the City of
Columbia, the Village of Evansville, the Village of Hecker, the City of Red Bud, the Village of Ruma, the
City of Sparta, the Village of Valmeyer, and the City of Waterloo (collectively, the “Municipalities”) the
recitals of fact herein above set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is
hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

SECTION 1: Incorporation: The findings and recitals made in the prefatory portion of this
Agreement are hereby adopted by the Municipalities and the Counties.

SECTION 2: Amendment of Enterprise Zone: Subject to the certification and approval of the
Department, the Municipalities and the Counties, in a joint exercise of their powers pursuant to the
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act do hereby amend the enterprise zone under the Act encompassing
the Enterprise Zone Area, as described in Exhibit B.



SECTION 3: Designation of Amended Enterprise Zone: The Enterprise Zone Area as
amended, as shown in Exhibit A and described in Exhibit B, is hereby designated as the Monroe-
Randolph County Enterprise Zone, subject to the certification and approval of the Department.

SECTION 4: Declarations to the Department: The Municipalities and Counties hereby declare

and certify that:

(a) The Enterprise Zone Area is qualified for designation as an enterprise zone pursuant to the
Act; and,

{b) Pursuant to 20 ILCS 655/4 (a) & (e), the Enterprise Zone Area is a contiguous area
comprised of parts of the incorporated areas of the Municipalites and parts of the
unincorporated areas of the Counties, and is bound by a solid, clearly-defined, continuous
boundary, provided, however, that the Enterprise Zone Area may exclude wholly surrounded
territory within its boundaries; and,

(c) Pursuant to 20 ILCS 655/4 (b), the Enterprise Zone Area comprises a minimum of one-half
(1/2) square mile and not more than twenty (20) square miles in total area, and any
connecting strips are not less than three (3) feet nor more than ten (10) feet in width; and,

(d) The Enterprise Zone Area addresses a reasonable need to encompass portions of the
Municipalities and the Counties; and,

(e) The Enterprise Zone Area meets the requirements of 20 ILCS 655/4 (f) in that the Enterprise
Zone Area satisfies at least three (3) of the ten (10) criteria established by the Department.

SECTION §: Term: Pursuant to the Act the Monroe-Randolph County Enterprise Zone shall
continue to be effective for a period of fifteen {15) calendar years beginning on January 1, 2020, and
ending December 31, 2034, unless sooner rescinded or as otherwise amended, on the date that the
Enterprise Zone Area is designated an enterprise zone by the Department in accordance with law.

SECTION 6: Enterprise Zone Management Organization: The Enterprise Zone Management
Organization shall be comprised of the Chief Elected Officials (or their appointed representative) of Red
Bud, Chester, Sparta, Evansville, Columbia, Waterloo, Valmeyer, Hecker, and Ruma, and the Chairmen
of the County Boards (or their appointed representative} of Randolph and Monroe Counties. This
Management Organization is the governing body of the Enterprise Zone and is responsible for all
decisions within the Enterprise Zone. The County Board Chairman (or his/her appointed representative)
of the County of Monroe will serve as Chairman of the Management Organization. Any operating costs
incurred by an entity represented in the Enterprise Zone Management Organization shall be the sole
responsibility of County in which that entity is located. Operating costs incurred by Red Bud, Chester,
Sparta, Evansville, Ruma, and Randolph County will be the sole responsibility of Randolph County.
Operating costs incurred by Columbia, Waterioo, Valmeyer, Hecker, and Monroe County will be the sole
responsibility of Monroe County. Any changes made to the Enterprise Zone inciuding the selection of the
Enterprise Zone Administrator must be approved by a six-elevens (6/11) vote of the members of the
Enterprise Zone Management Qrganization. The Zone Administrator is the individual responsible for the
day-to-day implementations within the Enterprise Zone and is the liaison between the Management
Organization, the Economic Development Committee, and DCEO.

SECTION 7: Enterprise Zone Administrator: The administrator for the Monroe-Randolph
County Enterprise Zone (the "Zone Administrator”) shall be an employee or officer of either Monroe or
Randolph County. Compensation (if any}) shall be set by the Enterprise Zone Management Organization.
The Zone Administrator is responsible for the administration of the Monroe-Randolph County Enterprise
Zone, including; the implementation of this Ordinance and compliance with the Act and applicable faws,
reguiations and policies of the Department; shall have those powers and duties as set forth in the Act;
and shall:

(a) Supervise the implementation of the provisions of this Agreement and the lllinois Enterprise
Zone Act.

(b) Act as a liaison between the Municipalities, the Counties, the Department, the llinois
Department of Revenue (the “IDOR"), designated zone organizations, and other state, federal
and local agencies, whether public or private.
